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Preventing Leash Pulling
Fit your new puppy with a light weight nylon collar as soon as you bring him into your home. He may fuss and scratch to try and get it off, but this will soon cease. Ignore these protests. Next, attach a leash to the collar and let the puppy drag it around the house for several days for short intervals, watching him at all times.

When you see your puppy ignoring the leash, pick it up and start encouraging him to walk with you.  Try patting the side of your leg and cheering him on. Praise and reward him for walking with you.

It won’t take long for your puppy to become excited every time you reach for the leash in anticipation of his walk. This is when he may begin pulling on the leash.  When he does this, simply stop and say nothing. When he turns around to see what the problem is walk forward. Stop again when he begins to lunge. By practicing only a few times a day your puppy will learn very quickly that pulling gets him nowhere. Whenever he pulls, immediately stop.
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
